New Flood Pump can handle other emergencies while you’re away

You’ve booked the kennels, stopped the milk, double-locked the windows and you’re all set for the summer holiday… until at the last moment you realise that your cherished plants will die because you aren’t at home to give them their daily water. And the neighbours can’t help because they’re on holiday too!

Well, you’re in luck because a new automatic drip watering system from Hozelock, called Aquapod, can be installed in less than five minutes and it will keep your patio containers and hanging baskets watered for the duration of your holiday (and long after you return home, if you’ve got any sense).

Unlike conventional drip irrigation systems which can take the best part of a day to install, the Auto Aquapod 10 requires no assembly, no pipe cutting, no hole punching and no dripper fitting – and so it can be set up literally five minutes before your departure. 

Five micro hoses with pre-fitted drippers on the end can be pulled out individually from each of the two pods to deliver water droplets accurately and efficiently to up to ten planted containers. In fact, the Aquapod is so efficient that it saves up to 90% of the water used when doing the job by hand.

The Aquapod kit includes a battery-powered AC Plus electronic tap timer which fits onto an outside tap and can be quickly programmed to turn the water on and off once, twice or four times a day while you’re away.

When you return home a fortnight later, your patio plants will be as healthy and refreshed as you are.

The Hozelock Auto Aquapod 10 is available from good garden centres and DIY superstores nationwide for £64.99. If you already own a water computer, there are Aquapod kits without a tap timer starting from £26.99.

FLOOD FEARS
For many homeowners, the past couple of years have meant floods rather than drought and the fear of a recurrence is enough to deter some from taking a holiday at all.

So another new Hozelock product, the Flood Pump (£39.99), which can be set to switch on automatically when it senses rising water, could provide the peace of mind to enable flood-prone property owners to take a break.

It can disperse up to 6,000 litres per hour of dirty standing water in the garden or inside the home. Left in an area prone to flooding, it will be automatically activated by rising water and deactivated when the water level goes down again.
