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HOZELOCK SPREAD WATERING WISDOM AT CHELSEA, HARROGATE AND MALVERN SHOWS

Gardeners who don’t know whether to plan for drought or flood will find inspiration and guidance at this year’s Chelsea, Harrogate and Malvern spring flower shows, with the help of irrigation specialist, Hozelock. The company will be demonstrating Waterwise-approved water saving techniques and launching new products to help gardeners cope with environmental extremes. 

Hozelock are advocating reducing water consumption over the summer months by deploying modern irrigation aids which eliminate waste without prejudicing the health of plants. Their show stand* includes demonstrations of a number of innovative products designed to save water – including an ingenious ready-made drip irrigation system which delivers water accurately and economically direct to the plant roots. Hozelock also point out that a spray gun with trigger flow control  uses up to 80% less water than an open hose and that Waterstop connectors shut off the water flow automatically as soon as a spray gun or other watering tool is disconnected.

Among the water-saving – and time-saving – irrigation tools Hozelock will be demonstrating is the AquaPod, a hassle-free drip irrigation system (from £26.99) which takes only five minutes to set up and saves up to 90% of the water used by manual irrigation methods. In fact the AquaPod is so good at saving water that Waterwise, the UK’s leading authority on water efficiency, has made it the first ever garden irrigation product to be awarded the Waterwise Marque for water conservation. 

Of interest to people who collect rainwater run-off in a butt or underground reservoir, Hozelock will be demonstrating how their Water Butt Pump (£49.99) adds convenience to water conservation. The heavy duty 1.1 bar pump generates sufficient pressure to operate any kind of irrigation equipment – including sprinklers, porous hose, drip irrigation systems and hand tools such as hose guns and lance sprays – as easily as if they were connected to the mains supply. And for those looking to recycle water on a grander scale, the new Ultra Metal Garden Pump (£89.99) with a stainless steel chamber and 3.5 bar pump has been designed to meet the growing demand for irrigating gardens from stored water drawn from underground tanks. Both pumps eliminate the need to carry heavy cans of water around the garden and look certain to broaden the appeal of water conservation.

And when drought turns to flood, as it has done for thousands of unfortunate home owners over the past year, the new Hozelock Flood Pump (£39.99) can quickly disperse standing water in the garden or inside the home. It’s a self-priming mains powered unit capable of moving up to 6,000 litres of dirty water per hour – including particles and solids up to 30mm in diameter. In areas that are prone to repeated flooding, the Flood Pump can be left permanently in place where it will be automatically activated by rising water and deactivated when the water level goes down. 

Show visitors will be invited to toss coins into a “wishing well” water butt on Hozelock’s stand and the total amount raised will be doubled by the company and donated to the Greenfingers Appeal which creates gardens for children’s hospices in the UK.
